A Sampling of Topics 

· Betsy’s Feathers – Betsy gets into trouble and is sent to her room for time out. What begins as a sad situation, turns creative when Betsy figures out how to get out of trouble. After students hear Betsy’s story, they are invited to share their own experiences. (Grades K-2)

· Troll Meets Trickster – A PowerPoint presentation of illustrations is projected while the author dramatizes the story. Students point out clues in the artwork that reveal important secrets. Discussion focuses on the meeting of two cultures and the significance of Native American stories for all Americans.                                             (Grades 3-12, with activities and discussion suitable to each level)

· Creating Fiction from Real Life and History – Using That February in 1947 (Thureen manuscript) as a format, students create their own historical fiction.  (Middle School and High School levels)
